The text boxes in this newsletter a re 
linked , so text from one c olumn 
flows into the other c olumn and  you 
c an easily inc lude more than one 
story on a  page. 

When you a re working with linked  
text boxes, you should  turn on the 
Text Box toolbar. To do this, on the 
View menu, point to Toolbars, and  
then c lic k Text Box. 

When you sta rt writing your story, we 
rec ommend tha t you do most of 
your writing and  ed iting before you 
c opy the text into the empty linked  
text boxes. To move among linked  
text boxes in a  story, selec t a  text 
box tha t is pa rt of a  story. On the 
Text Box toolbar, c lic k Next Text Box 
or Previous Text Box. 

To c opy or move linked  text boxes, 
selec t the first text box in the story. 

Pic tures of your family trips, spec ia l events, and  every 
day life will b ring your newsletter stories to life. Onc e 
you have c hosen a  p ic ture, p lac e it c lose to the 
story. Be sure to p lac e the c ap tion of the image near 
the image. 

If you want to use c lip  a rt in your newsletter, you c an 
find  thousands of c lip  a rt images on Mic rosoft Offic e 
Online tha t you c an download  and  insert into your 
newsletter. 

To c hange the p ic tures in this newsletter to your own, 
c lic k the image you want to c hange. On the Insert 
menu, c lic k Pic ture, and  then c lic k Clip  Art or From 
File. Loc a te the image you want and  doub le-c lic k it. 
The new image will be inserted  into the existing text 
box for easy positioning. 

Tip : Text boxes tha t c onta in images or text often do 
not have borders showing, so it may not be apparent 
tha t an item is p lac ed  within a  text box. 

To see the text boxes tha t c onta in the p ic tures in this 
temp la te, c lic k Options on the Tools menu, c lic k the 
View tab , and  then selec t the Text boundaries c hec k 
box under Print and Web Layout options.  
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
